World Christian Outreach holds pastor
conferences and medical clinics in rural
areas of eastern Africa.

With the help of Damaris’ brother-in-law,
James Kariuki, a former agricultural minis-
ter for the Kenyan government, the orga-
nization also operates New Dawn Communi-
ties, an orphanage and high school for teens
in Kenya that has its own freshwater well.
